 All coaches must fill out volunteer form/application. 

 New baseball bat specifications: 
o Majors and Minors (9-12 boys): The bat must have a BPF (bat performance 

factor) of 1.15 or less printed on the bat. It shall not be more than 33 inches 

in length nor more than 2 ¼ inches in diameter. 

o Junior Baseball (13-14 boys): Juniors can no longer use the 2 ¾ inch 

diameter barrel bat. They must use the 2 5/8 inch diameter. The lighter 

weight bats are still ok to use.  
o Seniors and Big league (15-18 boys): are only required to use the 3oz.drop.
